NORDIC COMBINED: THE TRADITION GOES ON
Val di Fiemme is considered the cradle of cross country skiing in Italy, and in the last twenty years it has been hosted two Nordic World Ski Championships (the third is on the way in two years time) and over a hundred World Cup races. Among them, Nordic Combined world cup events have always played a central role, involving both the venues in Lago di Tesero (XC) and Predazzo (SJ) and consequently entertaining the entire valley. The 2011/2012 FIS Nordic Combined WC calendar reads two new steps in Val di Fiemme, scheduled on Saturday 4th and Sunday 5th February, inside the completely refurbished cross country and ski jumping arenas. 
On Saturday 4th February the Team Sprint race will jump off the HS 134 hill at 10 am, and continue with the Gundersen 2 x 7,5 km competition in Lago di Tesero (at 2 pm). The following day, the best WC athletes will gather once again at the ski jump in Predazzo for the individual race at 10 am, and move to the XC stadium at 12.30 pm for the Gundersen 10 km race.
Official trainings and qualification rounds will take place on Friday 3rd February at the ski jumping arena (starting from 4.30 pm), along with entertaining activities, dance shows and live music, that continue both on Saturday and Sunday all day at the stadium as well as in Predazzo town centre. ‘Fiemme Arena’ with games and activities for children and families, the ‘Kids Event’ for a try on a snow ski jump, the ‘South Nordic Festival and Parade’ and the ‘Winter Fest’ are just the beginning, cause the Nordic Combined WC week end in Val di Fiemme will be unforgettable for anyone. 
The last Nordic Combined WC episode in Val di Fiemme took place in January 2010 and saw Bill Demong of the US climbing fastest than anyone else the Final Climb along the Alpe Cermis slope.
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
