COMPETITION VENUES

The cross country stadium and the ski jumping arena in Val di Fiemme dress up and get ready for 2012. By the end of October, the two venues will be mostly completed and from January to March next year they will host the Viessmann FIS Tour de Ski finals, the women’s and men’s FIS Ski Jumping World Cup, the FIS Nordic combined World Cup and the FIS Ski Jumping and Nordic combined Continental Cup. 
The last successful FIS inspection took place last August 25th and it was the seventh since 2008, when FIS awarded the 2013 Nordic skiing World Championships to Val di Fiemme. 
On the way to 2013, next year’s events in Val di Fiemme represent an important test for organisers, volunteers and for the structures as a whole.

CROSS COUNTRY SKI STADIUM – LAGO DI TESERO
The XC arena in Lago di Tesero has been largely renewed in the past months, in order to receive future world events in the best way. The over 2,000-square-meters area underneath the start-finish zone will host IBC during the competitions. 

Spectators will have the chance to reach every part of the stadium thanks to new underground passages, and those who will seat in the stalls will comfortably enjoy almost every moment of any race.

All the tracks have been widened up to 9 meters minimum, and the new ones will be ready soon. During the FIS Tour de Ski finals, the athletes will use the 3,75 km existing course (2 laps for women and 5 laps for men) plus some new parts inside the stadium. Excavation at the new biathlon range has begun inside the stadium area as well.
A wooden building beside the finish zone will host OC and FIS offices, team captains’ meeting room, commentator cabins, competition juries and the anti doping service. 
Another brand new building will be housing the accreditation office, an area for volunteers and a press centre that will turn into the SPC during the 2013 World Champs. The press centre will be split in two different zones (written press in one, photographers and agencies in the other) and it will become a dance hall when not used by sport events.

In 2003 Val di Fiemme received the UNI EN ISO 14001 certification, and all the future events (including the 2013 WCh) will be low carbon emission and environmentally friendly events. 

SKI JUMPING STADIUM – PREDAZZO
Renovation at the competition venue kicked off at the end of the summer last year, and the ski jumping stadium is already mostly done. A new stall has been built beside the landing zone (maximum capacity is approx. 1,300 seated people), while the press centre and a technical meeting room will be available soon. The judges tower has been refurbished and the roof terrace will be a vantage point for media coverage. A new wide parking area for judges and team managers is directly linked to the tower. 
Regarding the HS134 and HS106 hills, the guardrail along both inruns and the takeoff table has been improved, windproof panels have been installed, and a new cooling system for both hills will ensure good quality of the tracks. 
The HS60 hill is planned to be revamped too in 2012.
