On the last uphill I recalled the silver medals I got in 2013 at the World Champs and I just pushed harder and harder until the end.

After the provisional jump I was sixth, but I knew I could improve in the XC section. It was not easy to jump with those weather conditions. The staff and all the technicians did a fantastic job on the jump itself by hoovering off the snow. It was important to beat Frenzel and show that we can all do it as well as him.

JAN SCHMID - 2nd place

I tried to keep Gruber at bay, but it was so hard to stay in line. This is the first time I’m kind of disappointed by the second place, I could have done better in the jumping part. I knew Gruber was stronger in the skiing part so I had to beat him in the sprint as I did in Sapporo. This time I couldn’t make it.

JOERGEN GRAABAK - 3rd place

Finally on the podium and I totally didn’t expect such a result this morning. It hasn’t been a good season so far for me, but I have good sensations, my physical shape is getting better and better, and today I’m very happy with this result. 

I was too behind after the jump, but in the cross country I kept Frenzel’s pace who was racing right in front of me and I increased my speed at the very end. It paid off.
