THE MARCIALONGA ARCTIC SKI RACE 
 
Welcome to a spectacular ski marathon in Bodø, 9 March 2024. 
Marcialonga Arctic Ski Race will be a ski fest out of the ordinary, boasting both urban surroundings and overwhelming nature. The Arctic town of Bodø has it all - from steep alpine mountains to northern lights - and it has been appointed “European Capital of Culture” in 2024. 
 

Taking place over a 42-kilometer trail, the race starts at the City Hall, winds through the enchanting Bodø forest, ascends to a panoramic viewpoint of the city, and returns to the bustling city center. Bodø is one of the fastest growing towns in Norway, yet surrounded by breathtaking mountains and clear, Arctic Sea in close proximity. En route you will be able to enjoy the view of the legendary Lofoten Islands, the majestic Børvasstindan - and you might even get a glimpse of Saltstraumen, the strongest maelstrom in the world. The track is designed to be accessible to everyone, from the casual enthusiasts to elite athletes. A total elevation of 850 meters still ensures a tough, but fair competition. Four designated fan zones out in the course, will ensure a lively and engaging atmosphere for participants and spectators alike. 
 

A compact event 
 

The centre of the race is Rådhusparken in Bodø Centre. This implies a unique opportunity to carry out a compact event hardly without the need of utilizing shuttle buses or any other modes of transport. The participants can walk from the city hotels to the start, and accordingly it is a short walk back to the showers after the race.   
Bodø airport is within walking distance to the City Centre, and is one of the busiest airports in Norway. The airport offers frequent connections to Oslo and the rest of the world – every day.
